Thought

The Lord will come from heaven back to this earth again. On this "noisy" day, those who have died believing in Jesus will rise to life.  These people, with those of us who were already alive and believe in Jesus, will rise to meet the Lord in the air.  From this time, we will always be with the Lord.

Text

13  Our friends, we want you to know the truth about those who have died, so that you will not be sad, as are those who have no hope. 

14  We believe that Jesus died and rose again, and so we believe that God will take back with Jesus those who have died believing in him. 

15  What we are teaching you now is the Lord's teaching: we who are alive on the day the Lord comes will not go ahead of those who have died. 

16  There will be the shout of command, the archangel's voice, the sound of God's trumpet, and the Lord himself will come down from heaven. Those who have died believing in Christ will rise to life first; 

17  then we who are living at that time will be gathered up along with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. And so we will always be with the Lord. 

18  So then, encourage one another with these words.

1 Thessalonians 4:13-18. Good News Translation, Holy Bible

13  兄弟たち、既に眠りについた人たちについては、希望を持たないほかの人々のように嘆き悲しまないために、ぜひ次のことを知っておいてほしい。

14  イエスが死んで復活されたと、わたしたちは信じています。神は同じように、イエスを信じて眠りについた人たちをも、イエスと一緒に導き出してくださいます。

15  主の言葉に基づいて次のことを伝えます。主が来られる日まで生き残るわたしたちが、眠りについた人たちより先になることは、決してありません。

16  すなわち、合図の号令がかかり、大天使の声が聞こえて、神のラッパが鳴り響くと、主御自身が天から降って来られます。すると、キリストに結ばれて死んだ人たちが、まず最初に復活し、

17  それから、わたしたち生き残っている者が、空中で主と出会うために、彼らと一緒に雲に包まれて引き上げられます。このようにして、わたしたちはいつまでも主と共にいることになります。
