Money, fame, selfish easy life – examples of idols that need giving up

Can’t be half God’s and half the worlds

Some try to be good to gain heaven; this is worthless religion

The deep love of God in the heart will cause a desire for the whole life to conform to God’s will

Is it too much to sacrifice all to God?  Think of God’s great love and sacrifice for you

Why should we be humbled? Christ was humbled. Isa 53:12

What do we give up?  A sin-polluted heart

God only asks us to give up things that will be bad for us.

God is not happy to see His children suffer.  He wants us to be happy.

God accepts us as we are (with our wants and faults)

He will forgive us, but also satisfy our hearts

Last 2 paragraphs are extremely critical to emphasize in this study

Illustrations:

· rope: a rope is only a strong as its weakest link; we are only a strong as our weakest part of our character; we must give all to be made strong

· if a dish of food is really nice, but has the smallest amount of poison in it, it is very dangerous; sin = poison; food = us; poison can’t exist in heaven

· if there is an earthquake, we must leave everything in order to be saved

· we are either children of someone or we are not; we aren’t “kind of” children of our parents; we are either children of God or we are not

· when someone gets married, they don’t “partly” marry; they want to fully give everything in marriage; the don’t want to hold anything back; they give all

· if we want to live in the future world, we must give all to God to change us, transform us; we can’t take anything with us to heaven (except our character).
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
