Why Did Jesus Come To Earth?

Ask each person to share something that they wish for.

Do you wish there was less hurt, pain and suffering in the world?

There was a terrible earthquake in China this past week.  I wish these things never happened.  Why is there so much suffering in the world?   Do you wish you could stop the wars, the fighting, the disasters and famine in the world?

Do you sometimes wonder if God is real?

Or do you sometimes wonder what God is like?  Is He kind or evil?  Does He care about us?

Also, do you sometimes wish you could live forever?  

Do you wish you could change some bad habit that you have?

Do you sometimes wish you could change something about yourself?
Do you wish your life could be better?

Well today’s topic we’re going to look at some of these questions.

We are also going to look at the questions, “Why did Jesus come to the earth?”

“Why does it matter that Jesus came?”  “Does it matter to me that Jesus came?”

Let’s read a story:

Luke 20:9-16

Each person read a verse.

Briefly summarise the story, or ask people at vespers to retell the story.

If you were the owner of the vineyard, how would you feel?
The people looking after your vineyard beat your servants and killed your son!

What does this mean?

Before we look at the meaning, let’s look at the questions, “Why did Jesus come?”

How long ago did Jesus live?  2000 years.

Where did Jesus live?  Israel.

Where did He come from?  From God.  Jesus is God’s Son.

So, why did Jesus come?

Luk 4:18  "The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he has chosen me to bring good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim liberty to the captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to set free the oppressed 

Luk 4:19  and announce that the time has come when the Lord will save his people." 

Jesus came to heal us, help us, tell us good news, set us free.
Joh 3:16  For God loved the world so much that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not die but have eternal life. 

Jesus came to give us eternal life!  No-one else can give us that.  Jesus created us, and gave us life, and He is the only one who can give us eternal life.  So, we can live forever if we believe in Jesus!

Mat 1:21  She will have a son, and you will name him Jesus---because he will save his people from their sins." 

Jesus will help us overcome the wrong things we do, and our bad habits.  Do you want to change something in your life?  Jesus came so we can be free from sin.

Mat 1:23  "A virgin will become pregnant and have a son, and he will be called Immanuel" (which means, "God is with us"). 

How much does God love us?  [wait for a response]  Do you like to be with friends?   Yes, of course, because you love them.  How much does God want to be with us?  He loves us so much, He wants to be with us too!

Jesus came so that God can be with us!  Jesus is, “God with us”.  God wants to be close to us.  God loves us.

But, what happened when Jesus came?  Jesus came to do all these good things.

He came to help us, to heal us, to give us eternal life, to help us overcome bad habits, and to be close to us.  How did people treat Him?

Let me explain the story we read about the vineyard.

Owner = God

Vineyard = world

Tenants = people in the world

Slave = prophets (writers of Old Testament)

Son = Jesus Christ

Son killed = Jesus killed on cross

New tenants = people who accept Jesus

God sent Jesus to help and heal us, to give us a better life here and now, and to give us eternal life.  He came to show us who God is, that God loves and cares for us.

Let’s read one last verse.

Joh 10:10  The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly. 

As you learn more about Jesus and about God in the Bible, you will find your live will change.  Your life will become more abundant.  Millions of people, all around the world, who follow Jesus and continue to learn about Him, have found a more abundant life.

Why don’t you join them by finding out more?
